MULTICULTURAL FIELD EXPERIENCE – Hispanic/Latino Population

In an attempt to provide CSC preservice students with a greater breadth of experiences pertaining to issues of diversity in educational settings, the CSC Education Department faculty have submitted a proposal to the State of Nebraska through their Partnership for Quality Education Grant.  

This program, in the proposed amount of $7,940.00, will allow faculty to organize and fund preservice students to participate in a two day multicultural field experience to the Denver, CO metropolitan area.  Preservice students will visit public schools in predominantly Latino/Hispanic neighborhoods, and will be placed in classrooms cooresponding to their endorsement area and grade level. CSC Students will observe classroom dynamics and culture, assisit in activities when asked, and visit with school administrators, faculty, staff and students.   

This multicultural field experience will become a part of the requirements for the course-- EDUC300/320:  Elementary/Secondary Observation & Participation, and is slated for the spring semester of 2001 if funded.
