· Have studied and teach about ethnicity

· Grew up with some diversity

· I have had foster children who were American Indians

· Lived on a reservation for 6 years

· I always infuse an international/multicultural perspective into my course work and discussions.  I enhance discussions based on my own personal experiences.

· Multiple school situations help me relate to many students & describe many situations.

· Travel has broadened scope, including: 6 European tours, Mediterranean & Russia, and extensive US travel; attended school in East, Midwest and West.

· *(Became friends with [minority] girls.  My roommate from a large city would not consider being their friend …how dumb!)  I grew up without any prejudices and think it has continued that way in my life and teaching.

· Taught in inner city high school and in multi-ethnic high school (2 different states)

· My experiences in the Native American and Hispanic cultures have given me experiences I can relay to my students.

· Hosted exchange students from Hungary, Brazil, etc.

· Teaching low income, diverse students from (various) ethnic/racial backgrounds

· Travel (international)

· Military Experience

· Various teaching and administrative experiences

· Was an administrator on an Indian Reservation

· My background gives me perspective, a worldview that I share with my students when it applies to course content.

· Readings & study of contributions to my field from outside the Western Europe sphere; travel abroad experience, participation while UG & GR, and as faculty, in diversity awareness & sensitivity training (ex NCBI) and awareness, and appreciation activities.  My grandson is ¼ another race.

· Isolation is a serious hindrance to learning.  People who grow up thinking everyone is the same culturally (language, religion, habits, customs) will tend to have a poor grasp of the world’s problems, and furthermore will tend to be easily swayed in opinion by ideologies from the same culture group.  Rural Americans are at great risk of this isolation.  Teachers of these children have special challenges to overcome them but can themselves benefit from cultural enrichment experiences, namely foreign travel.

· Too numerous to count.

· I have spent time in China learning the culture.  I have taught public education in both rural and urban settings.  Both experiences were in very culturally diverse areas.

· Universiality of religious background, most influential is own perceptions regarding diversity of and strengths of all cultures.

· Extensive work experiences and education with learning styles; multiple intelligences study in addition to individuals with disabilities.

· I have attended and taught in schools with a mixture of ethnicities.  It really is valuable to learn about other cultures and interesting as well.  The emphasis lately has been on having diverse experience-when people are people, and the focus should be on equality.  I treat everyone the same and value each person for uniqueness.

· Diversity is continually introduced through learning various cultures.

· The neighborhoods in which in grew up were ethnically diverse, and my family is ethnically and racially diverse.

· None except teaching in Hispanic and inner-city high schools in mid 1960’s.

· Grew up in southern California, exposed to large population of Mexican/Americans (Spanish speaking)

· Spent a number of years in the Phoenix region-try to apply my experiences there to my courses.

· Urban Law Enforcement – Crossed – 32 cultures

· I’m no from the High Plains; because of my atypical background I expose students to new ways of thinking.

· I have a great interest in others from varied backgrounds – cultivate those relationships and encourage students likewise.

· As a young adult, I moved a few times in the Western U.S.; I’ve traveled to many places in the U.S., and have been to Canada and traveled on my own throughout Europe.  I read extensively and broadly and am interested in other cultures.

· I have worked with students in the inner city, suburbs, and the rural areas.  I have worked with students in traditional and reform methods curriculums.

· Being disabled, I have faced discrimination and can give insight into how it makes one feel.  Also, I challenged myself and was challenged to be the best of the best.  I want to instill this in future educators.

· I think living with lots of different people in lots of different size locations has helped me to understand that we are all different and yet can all relate on a common level.

· Considerable life and business experiences to share with students.

· I’ve taught public school for 14 years – all in East Austin, TX.  My first year was in an “all Black” school – we had one Mexican American student, no white students and all the rest were Black.  It was the year before (1973) that Austin, TX integrated their schools.  I’ve also taught 4 years at a psychiatric education facility and college/universities (11 years).

· The tolerance and interest in others expanded my awareness and this, I hope, is evident in the P.O.V. for the students.

· My biggest asset is my willingness to learn and accept others as they are without judgment.  I help all students learn by setting an excellent example and using good pedagogy.
