COMMUTING POLICY

1.
Students who choose to commute to their schools must bear in mind they are expected to meet the same requirements with regard to arriving at school, leaving school, and taking an interest in school activities, as any teacher in the system.

2.
Students in the past have found it helpful to make arrangements for overnights in the event the weather turns bad during the school day.

3.
Plan the night before to leave earlier than usual for your school if the evening weather forecast is not promising.

4.
Keep in mind that severe weather conditions in the immediate area are not necessarily the same between home and your school.  Therefore, you should contact the State Patrol for road conditions.

5.
On weekends, stay in touch with weather forecasts and plan accordingly.

6.
While it may not always be possible to leave for your school at the usual time because of bad roads, frequently one can leave later after the road crews have been out.  Remember:  even teaching a half day is better than missing a full day.
