I. Official Rules:

4. You must submit your entry on DVD only.

5. You may submit one entry per category:

a. Super Short Film Category:  Entries must not exceed 5 minutes in length, including credits.

b. Short Film Category: Entries must be between 5 and 10 minutes, including credits.

6. The top ten entries in each category will be screened at the film festival on March 21, 1:00p.m. at the Eagle Theater in Chadron (the top ten films to be screened will be announced on March 10). Prizes will be given at the award ceremony following the screenings.

7. Prizes will be given out for first, second, and third place in each category.

8. Contest Deadline: Entries must be postmarked or hand delivered on or before March 2, 2009. Send entries to:
