CLASSIFICATION DESCRIPTION

MAINTENANCE REPAIR WORKER I

Scope of Work

This is semi-skilled work in maintenance, repair, alteration and construction of campus buildings, facilities and grounds.

Work involves the performance of varied maintenance, repair, alteration and construction activities in any one or more of the following craft areas; carpentry, masonry, plumbing, painting, electrical repair and related disciplines.  Work may also include general custodial and grounds maintenance tasks requiring the use of specialized equipment, and assisting with boiler operation and maintenance.  Work requires some familiarity with the building and mechanical trades.  Close supervision is received from a technical superior until an employee has effectively performed required tasks according to safety and departmental protocols and procedures.  Work is reviewed in the form of inspections on completed projects to insure conformance with prior instructions and overall final results.

Examples of Work

Performs basic preventative maintenance to heating, ventilation and air conditioning (HVAC) systems in campus buildings and dormitories including cleaning coil fan units, changing air filters and checking belts; may perform quality and safety checks on HVAC systems and document results in performance and maintenance logs.

Performs basic plumbing functions including unclogging sewers and drains; installing and repairing toilets, sinks, showers, dishwashers, garbage disposals and water heaters and related fixtures.

Performs basic electrical functions including repairing and installing light fixtures, switches, outlets and related electrical components; changes light bulbs, fuses and starters.

Performs basic carpentry and construction activities including repairing and installing windows, doors, cabinets and shelves; repairing floors and installing floor tile; patching walls and hanging bulletin boards, pictures and dry erase boards.

Performs basic painting functions including cleaning surfaces to be painted; applying paint and primer to offices, hallways and fences; cleaning brushes, rollers and sprayers after use; erecting and removing scaffolding.

Performs general grounds maintenance work including maintaining and repairing fences, sidewalks, driveways, stairs and related structures; constructing framework for laying new sidewalks and driveways; mowing, fertilizing and watering lawns; applying insecticides and pesticides using manual or power spraying equipment; collecting and disposing of trash and debris; performing snow removal as directed.

Obtains and transports identified tools, equipment, supplies and materials to work site; operates various power tools in the performance of assigned projects; maintains shop facility and work sites.

Performs other duties as assigned.

Preferred Knowledge, Skills and Abilities

Knowledge of methods, practices, tools, equipment and materials utilized in a variety of craft disciplines.

Knowledge of typical safety hazards and general precautionary methods involved in building maintenance, repair and construction activities.

Ability to perform minor repairs to electrical, plumbing and mechanical fixtures and systems.

Ability to perform basic  construction, repair and maintenance activities.

Ability to maintain, transport and repair shop equipment and tools.

Ability to communicate effectively both orally ad in writing with the general public and a diverse staff and student population.

Skill in the use of tools and equipment utilized in a variety of craft disciplines and maintenance areas.

Preferred Training and Experience

Graduation from Senior High School or equivalent supplemented by two years of work experience in maintenance, repair or construction activities in one or more of the craft disciplines.

Minimum Qualifications

Graduation from Junior High School or equivalent supplemented by at least one year of work experience in maintenance, repair or construction activities in one or more of the craft disciplines or any combination of skills, knowledge and abilities that meet these requirements.

Special Requirements

Possession of a valid drivers license

Essential Duties
