I. The meeting was called to order by Vice President Bahensky at 5:00 p.m. on January 30th, 2012.

i. Election Procedures:
2. The Fall election proceeding shall begin the third Monday of September and the Spring election proceedings shall begin the third Monday of April. Four weeks prior to the Fall and Spring election proceedings, student petitions for any non-executive senatorial position will temporarily be held from consideration by the Senate until after elections have occurred. If senatorial positions are still available after Student Senate Elections, the previously acquired petitions will then be eligible for consideration by the Student Senate.
