Chadron State College Student Senate Minutes
January 9th, 2012

I. The meeting was called to order by President Nelson at 5:01 p.m. on January 9th, 2012.
II. Roll call was taken by Chief Justice Durand.
III. Paz moved to approve the agenda. Reedy seconded. Motion carried. 
IV. Wing moved to approve the minutes. Utecht seconded. Motion carried.
V. Executive Reports
a. President- 
i. Library- President Nelson reported that she had a meeting with Milton Wolfe and he noted that the renovations are going slower than planned so it would help to get student support behind the project. It would be beneficial to have students voicing their opinions. Nelson also thanked Reedy as he is going to be the liaison between Student Senate and the staff working on the renovation project.
ii. Senate Projects- Nelson announced that the major projects for this semester are the Library renovations, the time capsule, service projects, and an end of year get together. If anyone has any ideas for service projects, please contact Nelson.
iii. Dean’s/President’s List- These certificates will be mailed out as done previously.
b. Treasure-
i. Thomson gave the Treasure’s report. Collectively, Senate has $11,721.47 in unallocated funds in the combined accounts. Paz moved to approve the treasure’s report. Yuetter seconded. Motion carried.
c. Secretary-
i. Black announced that there were thank you notes to go to Dr. Adam Lambert and the Brass Ensemble, Mrs. Linda Brownlee and CSC Dining Services, Ms. Sarah Polak, and Dr. Janie Park for each of their attendance and contributions at the Senate Christmas banquet. These were passed around for each member of Senate to sign.

iii. Absenteeism- Durand wanted to remind everyone that as stated in the bi-laws that an excused absence consists of events such as CSC functions, illness, or an emergency in the immediate family. Also, two tardies is equivalent to one absence, two missed desk hours are equivalent to one absence, and two unexcused absences results in the individual being notified. At the occurrence of the third unexcused absence, the student would be removed from Senate.

IX. Other Reports
a. Student Trustee- Machal wished everyone a Happy New Year and she announced that she would be attending a Board of Trustees meeting in Lincoln on Wednesday, January 18th. b. Faculty Advisors- Dr. Wada welcomed everyone back from break and wished everyone a Happy New Year!
c. Vice President of E.M. & S.S.- Dr. Rhine welcomed everyone back and discussed the draft of the new 10 year master plan. He showed the Senate the changes to the master plan as a result of the meeting from last semester. He noted that they are hoping to break ground on the West Court changes next summer and that the rangeland construction would also be coming fairly soon. Dr. Rhine talked primarily about the pool and changes they are hoping to make in regards to it. The pool was built in 1961 along with Armstrong. The construction of the pool is falling below code and needs a tremendous amount of maintenance so Dr. Rhine proposed the adding a new pool onto the NPAC where there would be sufficient electricity supply, better utilization by students, etc. and then using the space from the pool in Armstrong to build much-needed locker rooms and other facilities for our student athletes. Dr. Rhine would like us to consider increasing student fees by $2.00 per credit hour which would allow us to bond this project for about a 20 year bond and therefore we could start on the project much sooner. Dr. Rhine mentioned possibly having Senate or a subgroup of senate to go look at the pool and see how it is a high priority. Other features on the master plan include new football facilities, separate track and field facilities, and improvements to Miller Hall.

XI. New Business
a. Video Feed- Nelson mentioned that having the live video feed of the meetings was to be reassessed. She asked for members’ input as to whether they felt that it should continue to be used or not. Sinn commented that she has had people report that they enjoy being able to watch the feed in nearby towns and that she thinks the feed should be kept. Nelson commented that she had also had similar feedback so we will continue to have the live video feed of the meetings.
XII. Announcements

b. At the third Senate meeting of this semester (January 23rd), we will take a Senate picture. Everyone is to wear their new Senate t-shirts. Also, that meeting will be short and then the remaining time will be used to have each Senate member go around to the various residence halls and the café and the grille to retrieve information of changes or positive aspects about CSC from the students. Each member is to collect 10 suggestions.

d. Laure Sinn announced that there will be a reggae dance/stoplight party in the Scottsbluff room on Thursday night, January 12th at 9pm. There will be Jamaican Jerk Chicken also. 
e. Monday, January 16th, is Martin Luther King Jr. Day. There will be a walk paying tribute starting at Common Cents at 10am and ending at the clock tower. If anyone needs a ride to Common Cents, vans will be available at the clock tower a few minutes before 10 to take people downtown. Also, the café will be making soul food for the event and the “I have a dream” speech will be projected during the walk.
